For
example,	the	vehicle	would	have	efficient	propulsion	and	communication	while	on	the
surface,	and	the	ability	to	dive	could	provide	water	column	analysis,	stealth	and	hazardous
weather	avoidance.

The	investment	in	Ocean	Aero	further	broadens	Teledyne’s	portfolio	of	marine	technologies	and	autonomous	systems,	said	Robert
Mehrabian,	chairman,	president	and	CEO	of	Teledyne.	Ocean	Aero’s	planned	unmanned	underwater/surface	vehicles,	powered	by	wind
and	solar,	complement	Teledyne’s	battery-powered	Gavia	AUVs	and	market-leading	autonomous	gliding	vehicles	using	buoyancy-based
propulsion.
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
