Victoria	Dock,	while	an	exhaustive	range	of	product	launches	and	refinements	–	taking	in	imaging	and	survey	equipment,	sensors,	AUVs,
ROVs,	robotics	and	Satcom	solutions	–	will	come	under	the	show	spotlight	(full	programme	and	registration).
