He is a Member of the Permanent Court of Arbitration and an honorary
Member of the Governing Council of UNIDROIT. He has acted as judge of the Administrative-Labour Court of MERCOSUR, as president
of the Administrative-Labour Court of the Latin American Integration Association. He is professor of Public International Law at the
Pontifical Catholic University of Rio Grande do Sul.
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
