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Pakistan Navy Launches New

b of The Pakistan Navy has launched a brand new hydrographic survey vessel. The Behr
Masah, a 3,000-ton survey ship built in China, is over 80 metres in length and is equipped
with state-of-the-art equipment. It is fully capable of undertaking hydrographic,
oceanographic and geographical surveys as well as seafloor mapping from shallow to
ocean depths, according to the Pakistan Navy. With the induction of the ship, the
hydrographic survey capabilities of the Pakistan Navy would be on a par with those of the
developed maritime nations of the world, the Nation, a Pakistan news agency, and the
Pakistan Observer report.

"This fully equipped modern vessel will fulfil the Pakistan Navy’s operational requirements, and support the development of the national
maritime sector,” said Chief of the Naval Staff Admiral Zafar Mahmood Abbasi at the commissioning ceremony at the Pakistan Navy
Dockyard in Karachi. In addition, modern hydrographic services will also be offered to allied countries.

While highlighting the role of the Pakistan Navy in safeguarding the maritime frontiers of the country and ensuring the safety of sea trade
routes, the admiral expressed his confidence that commissioning of Behr Masah is a leap forward in the field of modern hydrography and
marine sciences, a governmental press release says.
