ADM Anatoly Komaritsin
Passed Away

Sciences Academy, Academician of the Russian Natural Sciences Academy.

Admiral Komaritsin was one of the initiators of establishing the World Hydrography Day, which was approved by the UN General Asembly
and is annually held on 21 June.
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
