From	feeling	the	force	of	wind	in	a	hurricane	booth,	piloting	an	underwater	ROV	and	generating	power	in	a	dance-off,	visitors	will	learn
about	ways	we	can	harness	energy	and	recognise	the	benefits	and	limits	of	different	sources.	From	how	energy	is	generated,	to	how	it	is
transformed,	stored	and	transmitted,	you	can	discover	what	happens	behind	your	power	switch.
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
